The Dependency Court Project is a continuing activity. It is a cooperative effort with the Juvenile Division of the
Los Angeles County Superior Court. The Children's Court Project, located in the Edmund D. Edelman Children's
Court, provides impoverished and abused children, ages 0-18 years, necessary legal advice, essential services, and
emotional support. The Project's objectives are: to improve the expertise of the Children's Court officers, attorneys,
social workers, and foster parents on the laws, policies, and services that apply to foster children; to allow the
Children's Court to utilize the legal resources, including staff and volunteer attorneys; and to increase the number of
volunteer attorneys who provide free legal service to foster children.

The Alliance trains Children's Court officers, lawyers, social workers, court-appointed special advocates, school
district officials, and foster parents on a variety of issues, including medical and dental care, special education,
disability services, government benefits, probate matters, and adoption.

The Children's Court Project also includes a Children's Legal Clinic to help foster children with learning
impairments. Alliance staff and volunteer attorneys review the educational progress of all children who visit the

clinic, protect their educational rights, and get them the help they need to stay and succeed in school.

CDBG funds will be used to pay for part of the salary of one Alliance staff attorney.

Project Summary

This is a continuing program. The Homeless Service Center provides emergency services such as food, clothing,
showers, mail, message, and phones, as well as referrals for shelter, medical, mental health, substance abuse
treatment, legal services, and long term housing. In addition, long term case management is provided.

During the past five years, St. Joseph Center has been engaging with homeless individuals, who may be dually
diagnosed (mental illness and addictive disorder), through an Outreach Team. Once engaged, these individuals are
offered stabilizing services, through the Homeless Day Care Center and linked to long term case management.

The specific program activity funded by CDBG will be stabilizing services which will be provided to 300 clients who
may have been initially engaged by the dual Diagnosis Outreach team. These stabilizing services may include referral
to shelters, access to meals, provision of showers, laundry, mail/message service, referral to medical treatment,
referral to mental health or substance abuse treatment, referral to legal or family reunification services and advocacy
leading to the receipt of government benefits.

CDBG funds will be used to pay salary costs for the Emergency Services Coordinator.
